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 REFLECTIONS FOR EUCHARISTIC ADORATION  

 
 
GOD IS LOVE 
 

Love is patient, love is kind. It is not jealous, [love] is not pompous, it is not 
inflated. 1 Corinthians 13:4.  God is Love. We have all learned this but have 
we considered what it really means? 
 
PRACTICE: 
 
Reflect on Jesus' reaction to James and John in the passage below. Consider 
as you read, Jesus' patience and kindness in His response to James and John. 
 
Consider Jesus' humility before God as He shares that it is not His decision who sits at His side; as He 
speaks about coming to serve.  
 
 
Then James and John, the sons of Zebedee, came to him and said to him, ñTeacher, we want you to do 
for us whatever we ask of you.ò 
He replied, ñWhat do you wish [me] to do for you?ò 
They answered him, ñGrant that in your glory we may sit one at your right and the other at your left.ò 
Jesus said to them, ñYou do not know what you are asking. Can you drink the cup that I drink or be 
baptized with the baptism with which I am baptized?ò 
They said to him, ñWe can.ò Jesus said to them, ñThe cup that I drink, you will drink, and with the baptism 
with which I am baptized, you will be baptized; 
but to sit at my right or at my left is not mine to give but is for those for whom it has been prepared.ò 
When the ten heard this, they became indignant at James and John. 
Jesus summoned them and said to them, ñYou know that those who are recognized as rulers over the 
Gentiles lord it over them, and their great ones make their authority over them felt. 
But it shall not be so among you. Rather, whoever wishes to be great among you will be your servant; 
whoever wishes to be first among you will be the slave of all. 
For the Son of Man did not come to be served but to serve and to give his life as a ransom for many.ò 
Mark 10:35-45 
 
Read through scripture looking for other examples of Jesus responding to people and situations with 
patience, kindness, and humility. Reflect on His patience, kindness and humility with you. 
 
Consider as you sit before the Blessed Sacrament the humility of Christ to come to us and remain with us 
in the Eucharist.

JANUARY 17, 2016 SECOND SUNDAY IN ORDINARY TIME 

BINGO!

Years ago, when I was a young adult, I decided to start my first volunteer endeavor.  I discovered 

something far more important and crucial than I ever imagined.   

I volunteered at an assisted living facility, a residence for older people who had difficulty caring for 

themselves.  They had aides and nurses, but few friends.  I was at first assigned to play games with them in 

the main center.  It was the game, Bingo, and every time there was a winner, they received a very simple, 

shiny quarter.  Yes, twenty-five cents, worth very little in the material world, but somehow it brought joy to 

their lives.  It was something they could hold in their hands; a tangible gift, a win, a trophy, a piece of        

warriorship, or a token of success. 

From their perspective it held promise, while from yours and mine it might seem to be of little 

significance.  You cannot even buy a cheap cup of coffee or a piece of candy with a quarter. 

After Bingo, I started to visit those confined to their rooms at the Assisted Living Facility.  It was the 

first time I witnessed someone in a coma.  Have you ever seen it?  With their eyes closed they peacefully fade 

into some other distance place you will never know or understand.  When I touched the hand of a coma 

patient, like magic, her eyes opened; yet, she did not appear to see me.  She felt my presence, Iôm sure.  My 

warm hand on hers pulled her back to life.  I talked and read to her, randomly touching her hand as I read to 

see her eyes open.  I could never tell if she could hear me, and at the same time, I felt certain that she did.  

It was such an awakening to me.  Somewhere between life and death she hovered and I could not help 

but wonder what was there.  Was God there, talking to her, protecting her, and caring for her?  I could not 

imagine what was happening in her half here/ half there state.  The first time she opened her eyes, I was a 

little shocked.  Upon a touch of her hand, her eyes opened, like turning a lamp on and off with a switch.  Next 

to her I sat, occasionally patting her hand to see her eyes, and hoping she was hearing what I was reading or 

saying or singing.  

Her reaction was not as simple as it seemed.  It was actually very complex and left a lot to my 

imagination.  I realized it was entirely possible that the woman with closed eyes in a coma perhaps could see 

much more than I could because she was not limited to earthly thoughts.  Perhaps in her stillness she found 

the peace that we all so desperately wish to find.  Surely she had seen Godôs face; or at least that was my wish 

for her.  

The shiny quarter of hope, and the in-between world of coma, both brought many valuable Christian 

thoughts to mind.  What is the coin worth?  It depends on your perspective.  Some are careless enough to let it 

fall out of their pocket and never bother to pick it up.  Some, like the elderly in this insight, hoped for it, and 

wanted more than anything to feel it tucked into their hand, as a sign of their small victory.   

Donôt you want to feel the touch of God, to let him open your eyes to that which youôve never seen or 

experienced before?  Perhaps He would read to you, say His words like youôve never heard them said before, 

or guide you on a path where the earthly world means very little, but where you would always feel His warm 

hand forever still upon you?   

My experiences with the elderly people will always remind me that the smallest of gifts, the kindest 

and simplest friendships, are the shiny coins of my life.  One quarter turns into two, two into three, and before 

I know it I have a lot more than I ever imagined.  In a sense, God is always ready to place a smooth, shiny 

coin in your hand if you will accept it.   My volunteer experience taught me so many Godly lessons and 

opportunities.

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Part I/III:  Liturgical Minutes:  LITURGICAL ART  

  

 The Catholic Church has used art for the past 2000 years to visually depict its story of faith and its 

teachings.  Early Church Fathers wrote that the purpose of religious images is to uplift the mind and soul of 

the beholder.  St. John Damascene in the 8th century says, ñThrough icons of Christ we contemplate His 

bodily form, His miracles and His sufferingsé.and we are sanctified.ò  (The History and Symbolism of  

Iconography: http://monasteryicons.com)  Additionally, in 1999 Pope John Paul II, now Saint, in his writing, ñLetter 

to Artists,ò addresses the importance to them of their work.  In short, sacred art can act as a óhomilyô of its 

own much like that used to explain the Scriptures.  (http://ThePurposeofSacredArt) 

 The primary subject matter is the life and death of Jesus Christ, His disciples and saints as well as events 

in the Jewish Old Testament which all serve as reminders of Godôs faithfulness.  Therefore, liturgical art is 

said to be that of ñdisclosure and revelation.ò (*p.66)  The first artwork can be traced back to the 2nd century 

where early Christians drew symbols on catacomb walls such as the fish, the cross, lamb and dove, meant 

only to be understood by other faithful of that time.  Eventually, other forms of art emerged to include 

frescoes, icons, paintings, sculptures, mosaics, stained glass and other mediums. 

 The document, óAmerican Bishopsô Environment and Art in Catholic Worship,ô ñreminds us that the 

liturgy demands of all the arts quality and appropriateness.  It must be capable of bearing the weight of 

mystery, awe, reverence, and wonder which the liturgical action expresses, must clearly serve and not 

interrupt ritual actioné.so that we see and experience both the work of art and something beyond it.ò  (*p. 68)  

óThe primary honor of placeô is reserved for communal worship rather than private devotion, and focal points 

are the font, table, pulpit , and presiderôs chair.  Other art forms such as statues, Stations of the Cross, etc. 

should not be in the main worship space. 

 Since the altar is the main focus, its meaning encompasses Christ who is altar, priest, and victim.  ñIt must 

be of a beauty which stirs reverence for the mystery that takes place there.   Because the celebration of the 

Mass ties the PAST with the PRESENT, the Baptismal Font, symbol of our baptism, ñshould be a major 

image along with the altar  so that the journey from font to altar becomes image of the Christian journey.ò  

Meant to complement the altar, the ambo where the word of God is proclaimed is much more than a mere 

podium as it is the object of attention on which rests the Lectionary from which the sacred text is read by the 

Lector.  The presiderôs chair represents the ñdignity and leadership focusò (*p. 69) of the celebration of the 

assembled and is not meant to ñsymbolize a rank or authority in the assembly.ò  (*p. 69)  This image is meant 

to project a fitting tribute for the leader of prayer in the person of Christ.    

 Determining the worthiness of what is placed in the worship space requires an answer about its 

relationship to that ritual.  For example, just because stained glass is beautiful and everyone likes it, is not a 

valid reason alone for its placement in the worship area as it can be a visual distraction.  In addition, because 

óvesture serves the ritual activity,ô liturgical vestments are worthy of artistic consideration, (*p. 71) while 

vessels used for oils, incense, etc, should be designed to not take away attention from the intended purpose.   

 Lastly, the assembly is honored in its own way when surrounded by floral displays and plants, special 

lighting and other pieces relating to seasonal celebrations.  ñWhen the assembly, rather than just furniture 

pieces such as the altar and ambo . ééé is embraced by color and image, so then is the total activity of the 

assembly, all its holy actions, enveloped in honor.ò (*p. 69)
