Blessed Sacrament




Confirmation is a true sacrament institutes by Christ and distinct from
baptism. The sacrament of confirmation completes the sacrament of bap-
tism. In Baptism we are reborn to a new and supernatural life. Confirma-
tion is the sacrament of maturity and coming of age. It also imparts a
mark on the soul and cannot be repeated withour sacrilege. The physical
signs of the sacrament are the laying-on of hands and anointing with
chrism accompanied by prayer.

While baptism removes from our souls the stain of original sin, Con-
firmation pours into our souls the power of the Holy Spirit and his gifts,
just like the Apostles received at Pentecost. These gifts are indispensable
to the successful effect of the Christian way of life. They do not appear
spontaneously and out of nowhere but emerge gradually as we grow in
living our faith. They are not withdrawn by the Spirit once they are no
longer needed, for they are perpetually needed as long as we are fighting
the good fight.

At Baptism, we receive seven special gifts from the Holy Spirit.
These gifts are freely given to us sto help us live as followers of Jesus and
to build up the Body of Christ, the Church. The gifts of the Holy Spirit are
sealed and strengthened within us at Confirmation. These seven gifts help
us to respond to the presence of the Holy Spirit in our lives, to make good
choices, and to serve God and others. The Gifts of the Holy Spirit are
Wisdom, Understanding, Counsel, fortitude, Knowledge, Piety, Fear of
the Lord.

We see the effect of the Holy Spirit’s presence in our lives in special
qualities and attitudes that we develop as we grow in faith. The Church
identifies these qualities and attitudes as the fruits of the Holy Spirit. The
12 fruits of the Holy Spirit are signs that the Holy Spirit is alive within us
and helping us live the Catholic Faith in our daily lives. The 12 fruits are
Charity, Joy, peace, Patience, Kindness, Goodness, Longsuffering, Gentle-
ness, Faith, Modesty, Self Control, and Chastity
